Buildings from most of the ar-
chitectural periods of the United Kingdom can be seen through-
out Bristol. Parts of the fortified city and castle date back to the
medieval era, as do some churches dating from the 12th century
onwards. As the city grew, it merged with its surrounding villages,
each with its own character and centre, often clustered around
a parish church. The construction of the city's floating harbour,
taking in the wharves on the Avon and Frome rivers, provided
a focus for industrial development and the growth of the local
transport infrastructure, including the Clifton Suspension Bridge
and Temple Meads railway station.
